Cost Reduction Plan 

 

 

 

 Is Ecclesiates 10: 19 correct that money answers everything or is it our dependency 

on the Lord as well? 

The Florida United Methodist Annual Conference has sent a survey to all local con-

gregations in an effort to help us reduce the cost of our daily operations. They believe that 

buying in quantity will help save everyone money in these economically difficult times. Their 

survey included items such as vehicles, electronics, toner, a/v equipment, musical instru-

ments, food, paper, and janitorial supplies. In the conference’s continued efforts to help 

local congregations the conference treasurer proposed a reduction in the 2009 apportion-

ments. Each congregation will experience about a 4% reduction in their budgets as a result 

of the conferences action. However, Highlands UMC didn’t pay 100% in 2008 and has only 

paid 10% in 2009. 

Highlands United Methodist Church will also be taking steps to reduce expenses. 

The Trustees are in the process of contacting JEA to do an audit of our electricity usage. 

They will make recommendations to the Trustees of what needs to been done to make our 

facilities more energy efficient, thereby reducing our electric bill. It is also highly suggested 

that the thermostats in the facilities not be set below 75 degrees at anytime, turned off 

upon leaving, and not left on overnight.  The Leadership Team has asked each group spend-

ing 2009 budgeted money to have expenditures pre-approved by Finance and the Leader-

ship Team before purchases are made and to include a voucher. 

Starting with June’s newsletter, we will no longer be bulk mailing the newsletter. 

We will instead have them on the church website at www.HighlandUMC.org and email 

them directly to your email address if you have one. If you want the newsletter emailed to 

you directly please make your email address available to the church office by contacting 

Anita. For those who are not yet in the computer age, we will have copies of the newsletter 

in the church office and the lobby of the sanctuary for you to pick up at your convenience. If 

you are living out of the Jacksonville area and don’t have the internet, we will mail you a 

copy of the newsletter upon request. This will reduce mailing, toner, paper, travel, labor, 

and per copy expenses involved in producing the newsletter. 

There will be further cost reductions coming in response to the decline in members 

tithing and giving to support ministries of our Lord’s church. The summer is coming and giv-

ing has been traditionally lower when utilities and other expenses are going up. 

As pastor, I want to thank those of you who continue to give graciously in the mist 

of these difficult times and for those who are struggling economically, we continue to pray 

your situation to improve.
